Nursery/Pre-K meet Community workers 
 

Pre-K 3/4 students are learning about community workers. We 
spent some time talking about what people do in life. The most               
exciting part is to hear our guest speakers talk to the students about 
their jobs. We had the school nurse, counselor, and a veterinarian 
as guest speakers these past two weeks. If you have something to 
share with us about your job, please call the ASOY office and they 
will be more than happy to make an appointment with us for you to 
speak with our students.

Kindergarteners are Observing Plant Growth! 

When we returned to school in 2010, the Kindergarten students planted 
three types of seeds in pots with soil: Rye Grass, Brassica and Alfafa 
seeds. They placed seeds of oats and wheat to grow in transparent 
tubes. Over the past two weeks, we have been recording the growth of 
our plants. For the seeds planted in pots, all seeds sprouted and this is 
what we observed. 
 

At 5 days old, our rye grass had grown about 2-3 inches, and at 12 days 
old was now 5-6 inches tall. The grass is now so tall that it is bending. 
We will give it a ÔhaircutÕ soon to see how it grows back! 
 

At 6 days old, the Brassica seeds had grown to 2-3 inches tall and each 
stem had developed two small leaves. At 14 days old, the Brassica has 
not grown much taller but the first set of leaves was much bigger and 
round-shaped while a second set of dented leaves are developing at the 
same height. 
 

At 5 days old, the alfafa seeds had grown 2 inches tall, and each stem 
had developed two small leaves. Some leaves were still half-hidden in 
their seed outer brownish shell. At 14 days old, the alfafa has grown to 
2 ! inches tall and have grown a second set of leaves, which was ! 
inch higher on the stem. 
 

For the wheat and oat seeds planted in tubes, several students had a 
seed that never sprouted. We talked about how this might be a sterile 
seed. One student planted his seed upside down, and both the roots and 
the stem grew upside down in the tube! This was quite fun to observe 
since the tubes were transparent. For the seeds that grew, we observed 
the growth until the stem came out of the tube, and we could also see 
the roots come out the tube the other way.  
 

On January 21, we decided to pull the wheat and oat out of the tubes to 
observe the stem and the roots closer. We saw that the roots had devel-
oped strongly and had attached themselves to the paper towel inside the 
tubes with tiny side roots that work as anchors. 
 

It is amazing how much you can learn when youÕre a scientist! 
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Middle & High School Ski Trip to Switzerland 
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Fourteen Middle and High School students are 
going skiing and snowboarding in Switzerland 
from January 31 Ð February 7.  We will be snow-
boarding and skiing in Les Collons, which is an 
extensive resort linking to the famous 4 VallŽes 
region, with skiing right to the hotel door. 

We are using the travel agency Viamonde Travel 
and Adventure, which provides renowned skiing 
and snowboarding programs. The goals of the trip 
are to challenge and promote personal develop-
ment and to build a foundation of trust and coop-
eration. The students will have counselors that 
provide skiing and snowboarding instruction,             
and organize and supervise activities throughout 
the day and evening. Some of the activities in the 
evening include sledding, mini Olympics, snow 
sculptures, murder mystery, movie night, disco 
and awards night. We will ski or snowboard from 
Sunday, January 31 to Friday, February 5. Then 
on Saturday, February 6, we will be enjoying 
SwitzerlandÕs capital with shopping, eating and 
going to the cinema. We will return on Sunday 
February 7.
